1) Randee McArdelle requested information on the history of her house at 20 Washington Ave.  I was able to trace the deeds back and find the footprint of her house on the 1875 Beers Atlas map of Lloyd.

A. RESOLUTION OF THE Town of Lloyd ADOPTING THE Ulster County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan, 2024;
WHEREAS the Town of Lloyd recognizes the threat that natural hazards pose to people and property within the Town of Lloyd; and 

WHEREAS the Town of Lloyd has prepared a multi-hazard mitigation plan, hereby known as Ulster County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan, 2024 in accordance with the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000; and  

WHEREAS Ulster County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan, 2024 identifies mitigation goals and actions to reduce or eliminate long-term risk to people and property in Lloyd from the impacts of future hazards and disasters; and 

WHEREAS adoption by the Town of Lloyd demonstrates their commitment to hazard mitigation and achieving the goals outlined in the Ulster County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan, 2024.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE Town of Lloyd, New York, THAT: 

Section 1. In accordance with the Town Board of the Town of Lloyd adopts the This plan, approved by the community, may be edited or amended after submission for review, but will not require the community to re-adopt any further iterations. This only applies to this specific plan and does not absolve the community from updating the plan in 5 years. 
B. RESOLUTION to authorize the Supervisor to request a NPDS (New Position Duty Statement) for a Full Time Account Clerk position in the Town of Lloyd.
C. RESOLUTION
Whereas, the Hudson River Water Intake Screen was routinely cleaned every year by Matt Smith and his Company, Marine Services, and
Whereas Matt Smitt retired four years ago, and

Whereas has Adam Litman, Water/Sewer Administrator has reached out for quotes for the past four years, unsuccessfully, as these are specialty companies; and

Whereas Litman said it is imperative to clean the Intake Screen before there is a major failure; and

Whereas Litman made another attempt to get quotes from three companies; and

Whereas Under Water Construction did not respond and Under Water Solutions has not responded and Marine Diving Service has responded with a quote of $13,300.

Now therefore be it resolved, The Town of Lloyd Town Board, approves the cleaning of the Hudson River Water Intake Screen by Marine Diving Service as soon as possible.

D. RESOLUTION to install an additional street light on South Street, at the recommendation of the Central Hudson Field Engineer due to a safety concern which exists further down the street from the light we approved for 54 South Street (towards 299) on the blind curve.  The approximate cost to the town would be $169-$180 Annual fee.
