H. RESOLUTION WHEREAS, the Town of Lloyd Town Board as commissioners of the Highland Sewer District has previously authorized a project to relocate the waste gas burner at the Wastewater Treatment Plant to a concrete pad, including the associated piping, equipment and appurtenance; and,


WHEREAS, the Town has previously authorized the advertisement and bidding of the project pursuant to documents prepared by CPL, Architects, Landscape Architect and Surveyor, D.P.C. d/b/a “CPL”; and, 


WHEREAS, two bids were submitted and opened on September 10, 2024; and,


WHEREAS, CPL has reported to the Town Board the results of the bids as set forth in the correspondence from CPL, dated September 16, 2024, a copy of which is attached hereto; and,


WHEREAS, based upon the recommendation of CPL, the Town Board wishes to award the contract to the low bidder, Gallo Construction, for the price of $214,400.00; and,


WHEREAS, this work constitutes a Type II action under New York State Environmental Quality Review Act and, as such, the Town Board has no further responsibility under their act; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS, that the Town Board, as commissioners of the Highland Sewer District, approves and accepts the bid from Gallo Construction, Watervliet, NY in the amount of $214,400.00.  David Plavchak, Town Supervisor, is authorized to enter into an agreement with Gallo Construction for the work to be done pursuant to the bid.
I. RESOLUTION WHEREAS, a local law being proposed as Local Law D-2024 was introduced at this meeting as follows: Local Law D-2024, a Local Law to Revise Section 100-52.1, Entitled “Cannabis/Marijuana Retail Sales and Lounges” of Chapter 100 of the Town Code Entitled “ZONING”, by amending Section E, “Special Permit Approval Criteria” (3) (f) to provide that marijuana establishments shall not be located within a 500 foot radius from any location regulated under applicable New York State law, instead of the current language which provides that marijuana establishments may not be located within a 500 foot radius from any building containing a place of worship, and

WHEREAS, this Board desires to hold a Public Hearing with respect to the adoption of the said local law; and,

WHEREAS, the Town Board is determined that this is a Type I action under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA), and Part I of a Full Environmental Assessment Form has been prepared on behalf of the Town Board, with the Town Board assuming lead agency to do all necessary reviews in this matter; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,  the Town Board  hereby declares a self-lead agency to do all necessary reviews in this matter; and it is further

RESOLVED, that a public hearing will be held by the Town Board with respect to the adoption of the aforesaid local law at the Town Hall on the 16th day of October, 2024, at 7:00 P.M.; and it is further 

RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk is directed to publish and post a notice of said public hearing in accordance with law, and circulate pursuant to the Town of Lloyd Code and the New York State General Municipal Law, to the Town of Lloyd Planning Board, the Ulster County Planning Board, and any other interested agencies, for response prior to the public hearing.
