Water & Sewer – Adam Litman
Water Department
1. Reservoir water has been making up 98% of daily production.  
2. Production time is averaging about 10 hrs. per day.  
3. We are still only running one well pump, I am looking to have it repaired or replaced.   I am currently waiting for an appointment. 
Rd. Crew
1. The crew has been cleaning up around the new tank site, and also reservoir #’s 4 & 5.  
The excavation for the new tank’s foundation left behind a large spoils pile of rock and dirt.  The rock and dirt were separated, the rock is piled up and ready to be use as a retaining material around the base of the hill on the left side of the new tank. In progress.  
The dirt was used to backfill along the concrete dam on reservoir #4.  They also excavated to locate and repair the footing drain for #4, which has filled in over time.  The trees that were growing on easement for the water main that feeds reservoir #4 to the water plant have been removed. 
The crew is also cutting and clearing along the dam on #5.  They cleaned out the spillway and the discharge stream.
