National Fitness Campaign briefing. 2025 Healthy City Presentation
A gentleman based out of Chicago would like to present to the board the idea of having fitness equipment at one of the parks. They give out grants to put fitness equipment in the parks. They could put it on the side of the field if they want to go for the grant.  
Rizzo stated that it would be a good opportunity for them. 
The board agreed to invite the gentleman to one of their meetings via zoom to take them through the presentation who is based out of Chicago. No objections.  
 
1.  REPORTS
Building & Zoning Department – David Barton

1. In your packet, he gave the items from the index that FEMA reviewed. The green items on that list are the items that are applicable under this plan. The other items are sort of more inhouse ongoing remediation type stuff. They aren’t indicative of repetitive law loss. Using that tool gives them a better position to apply for grants remediation related to environmental impacts.  
2. He has commitments from two property owners on easements. He is still waiting for the third one. The one in the middle. He did get a map today from Mr. Paul Cusa, turns out they are going to have to move his section of the easement further back where the Ulster Health Department allowed him to put a reserve septic field. Right where they intended to run their ditch. He will talk to Highway about that. One of the options possibly at that point is to run it underground or install a surface pipe. You can’t install a septic within 100 square feet.
The supervisor interjected by saying “just to refresh everybody’s memory that they were looking at all the drainage issues they have out in that area and between Dave’s team, Richie’s team and some of Adam’s team, they took the camera out. Richie cut a couple of ditches through to see, and they determine, they need some easements to be able to keep piece of it clean. Making progress on it.  
 
Barton spoke to Murphy about how to craft that. It will be relatively easy. He just has to get that third person on board. He doesn’t think they will be a problem. It’s in place. 
 The supervisor also stated that it was a good piece of joint work between all three teams. 
 
3. They are ready to put one more camera for the Town Hall. One of the security cameras. Two are ready to install for Tony Williams. He will get with Frank as soon as the equipment comes in which will go in the office area where the internet connection comes in. As soon as Elevated gets that in place, he could go out and install it. Rollo already pointed out the best locations for those cameras. Hopefully in the next couple of weeks, now that is cooler, it will be relatively easy to do.  
4. There are three items for zoning amendments. The Vineyard Ave, the CB to R1 quarter that’s the maps. On the first top map is the pink area those are the properties that will be intended to be rezoned. This is the discussion that came out of the Tri-Board meeting. There were multiple requests and the ZBA application to allow ground floor residential. If you know the section down by the viaduct of Vineyard Ave, all the buildings down there are residential ground and otherwise. This is basically from the kiltmaker down the hill, so the ZBA wrote a letter to the Town Board suggesting that this change occur.  
He actually spoke to the other person who is interested in buying White Street, the grape juice building, this would be a benefit for future use on that property that he intends.  
Barton stated that the Tri-Board were in 100% agreement. Nobody had any issues with any of these. 
5. There is a cannabis amendment in your packet. Basically, what it does, it removes the changes the distance to places worship. Includes a reference to the state regulations on locations where cannabis retail can occur. That’s the only change again the Tri-Board were unanimous on that. 
 
    Supervisor stated that the access they extend it down the corridor to?  
Barton said they didn’t change the map. They can explore that. This piece is only            for the textual. The map can occur with it.
6. The last item for the amendment of accessory apartments, the TriBoard        unanimously suggested going from 650 to 900 square feet, that’s the maximum square footage. Modify the requirement that the apartment must be a secondary use of a secondary structure to the principal so no longer would you need to have like a garage that put an accessory apartment above. It’s a senior moving there, you don’t want them to have to walk up and downstairs. It’s an independent 900 square foot structure that fits and doesn’t trip over coverage issues. That would be allowed via a special use permit and site plan review.  One bedroom. That hasn’t changed at all.
7.  Veteran – This all started was a complaint about auto repair in a residential area and debris in front of the house. His office went out and started unpacking it. They joked about the can of worms that they opened but it was a good can that they opened and thinks that finally progressing positively. He would suggest that the Town Board create some sort of Citizens Award to all the volunteers. The veteran that lives at 609 New Paltz Road is now getting some assistance from volunteers to try and get things back in order. Councilmember Auchmoody, Supervisor Plavchak and Anthony Giangrasso have helped with making things better for the veteran.  Ulster County has also been contacted to help with the efforts to get this gentleman back on his feet. 
8. Traffic light between 9W (State access Road) and Mayor Drive is still a work in progress.  The condition for the Villages modular Cottages to put the light up first before the Building Dept issues a CO within a year. That hasn’t changed.

She requested a higher resolution photograph which I produced on my personal scanner.  Then she requested high resolution photographs of all the other one-room schoolhouses in Lloyd that had a bell.  I found two, which I scanned at home and sent to her.

Whereas Litman said it is imperative to clean the Intake Screen before there is a major failure; and

Whereas Litman made another attempt to get quotes from three companies; and

Whereas Under Water Construction did not respond and Under Water Solutions has not responded and Marine Diving Service has responded with a quote of $13,300.

Now therefore to be resolved, The Town of Lloyd Town Board, approves the cleaning of the Hudson River Water Intake Screen by Marine Diving Service as soon as possible.
