Hudson Valley Rail Trail – Peter Bellizzi 
1. The Rail Trail usage has picked up as the temperatures drop.  
2. Safety is still a concern. Please have to be aware of their surroundings to bicycles; strollers, people walking. 
3. A Hemlock bench has been placed near the sign at the Highland Trestle at the walkway in honor of Judge Morris retiring from Dutchess County Bankruptcy Court. They paid for it.  
4. The Veterans Walk on the walkway is being held this weekend. 


2.  OLD BUSINESS
A.  Barton and Loguidice (Tom Baird) via Web-Ex to present on Visibility Issues on Tillson and Smith Terrace.
	Mr. Baird had some suggestions that may help with the visibility issues such as:
1. Shifting the lanes over slightly to the north, lowering the walls slightly and have the lawns graded back more on a slope as they were originally.
2. Significantly take down several of the walls and reduce their height back to pretty much the original design which in turn would take away the flattening of the lawns. 
3. Narrow the lanes and shift the lanes to a 10-ft lane and shift everything to the north. The walls would not need to be modified but would leave a 10-ft travel lanes and 4-foot shoulder on the south side.
4. Make Smith Terrace one way. That would require a few of the walls to have a few courses removed. The top blocks would be put back on and the lawns graded slightly back to a slope.

A mirror has temporarily been placed to help with the visibility issue with a driveway.

The original plan that was in place for the last four or five years had a much larger
block that would have been put in front of the homes with one or two courses.
The larger blocks were not available at the time so smaller blocks had to be used.
During construction, residents wanted to have more a flat lawn and to do that they needed to add more blocks which lead to having a visibility issue.
Need more information regarding the mirrors and to make sure they are not illegal to have.
	


3.  PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR
Smith Terrace One Way
1. Mike Milliman lives on Smith Terrace. He is opposed to making Smith Terrace one-way. He is opposed to the one-way because of the increased traffic and there are many kids that live on Smith Terrace. 
2. Casey Hans 7 Tillson Ave. Driveways that are between Smith and Smith have the same problem with visibility. She would like this issue to also be considered in the solution of Smith Terrace. 
3. Patty Nadel lives on Smith Terrace. She is asking to please not make Smith Terrace one-way. There are many kids that live on the street. 
4. Dayo De Pew. He feels that making Smith Terrace a one-way is not the solution. He suggests adding a 3-way stop sign to slow down drivers. 
5. Yan Zubko lives on Abby Ln. He also suggests putting up stop signs to slow down drivers. He would also like to have a crosswalk be put in. 
6. Angel Cachola lives at 6 Smith Terrace. She agrees that making Smith Terrace a one-way is not a good idea.
7. Justin Harrison agrees that making Smith Terrace a one-way is not a good idea especially when you are making a left out of the street every day. 
8. Sean Williams 21 Tillson agrees with narrowing the lanes and moving them north. He also agrees with putting a stop sign at upper Smith to slow down drivers. One-way does not help. 
9. Kristen Dun from Abby Ln. She leaves for work early in the morning. She works at the hospital and the hill would not be safe due to the fact she is up before the plows during the wintertime and agrees that making Smith Terrace a one-way is not a good option. 
10. Donna Phillips 14 Smith Terrace. She states that the intersection is the biggest problem. 
11. Rich Fisher lives on the corner of Tilson and Smith. Agrees with not having the one-way. He is in favor of having the lanes narrowing and moving them north. 


Everett Erichson who is a Town of Lloyd resident and Vice President of Youth Football and Cheer Program. Mr. Erichson requests that the Highland Highway garage be open to allow for parking on the day of the home games. The times that the highway be open would be from 7:00 AM – 5:00 PM.

	 They received the grant of $160K for their transportation plan for their town. 

B.  Crest Group
Bill Caffrey – Associate General Counsel 
Enrico Scarda - Company’s Founder and CEO, 
Daniel Scarda – Director of Corporate Finance 
Eric Jeter - Project Engineer
Requesting a rezone for the property on Maple Ave. Current zoning is R2 which is single family residential Zone. They are proposing a PUD that would enable the Crest Group to develop multi-family housing. The property has been owned by the Crest Group for approximately 20 years. 
Main Benefits of this project:
1. Comprehensive plan mentions the need for housing diversity, and they believe that having a Muli-family housing.
2. Leave the majority of the natural beauty of the site untouched 
3. The Slave Cemetery will be completely untouched. The town would get an easement to go across the property for maintaining it and for showing the property. 

Daniel Scarda disclosed that 16% of the property or 10 acres would be used for this plan. 
Plans show 134 units within 4 buildings. 65% of the site is to remain untouched and keep the natural beauty. 
Eric Jeter disclosed there would be underground parking and there would be a minimum of 2 parking stalls per unit. Two to three story buildings. 
Research for traffic impact point was done and they estimated 63 vehicles during the AM weekday and 76 trips during the PM weekday. 
Bill Caffrey state that the next step is to fill out an application for a change of zone and if the board would consider it, they would propose a local law to change the zone.
