Report of Town Historian – February 2025

Queries:

1) Harrison Barritt asked for information about the building at 30 Grand St. which he recently purchased.   By tracing the deeds and searching newspaper articles, I determined that it was called the Hillair Bungalow.  It was built next to the Hillair resort and used primarily as a rental property.   The Syracuse rowing team in stayed there for 10 Regattas.  The Bungalow may have been used as a dining hall.   I wrote up a history of the house which I put in the file. 

2) Gale Russell asked about a wooden firehouse on Milton Ave. -  I could not find any record of this building. 

3) Jeff Anzevino asked for information about the Old Ford Farm Bridge.  I found that Albert P. Ford, husband of Louisa Pratt, had purchased the property in 1875.  The railroad was originally built on the east side of the property (now New Paltz Road).    When the railroad tracks were straightened, they crossed his property.  I found a 1916 deed in which he agreed to build a bridge over the railroad and discontinue use of two on grade crossings.

1) John Fraino donated a brochure published by the Highland Chamber of Commerce.  We determined it was dated about 1955.   The brochure has three pages of businesses so I might take it to the next TOLHPS and see if anyone remembers them.

A. RESOLUTION WHEREAS, the Town has created a project to provide for the burying of utility lines located in the hamlet known as the “Highland Hamlet Downtown Streetscape Overhead Wire Undergrounding Project”; and

WHEREAS, The Town has received a proposal for professional services relating to said project, including for the design and administration of said project, involving coordination with the Town and utility owners, review and comment on utility owner’s provided designs, building surveys for electrical upgrades, detailed design plans and documents for infrastructure connections from utility owner feeds/services to existing buildings, bidding services and award support as set forth in a proposed “Agreement Between Town of Lloyd and Barton & Loguidice, D.P.C. for Professional Services”, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board is desirous of approving said proposed agreement and authorizing the Supervisor to sign same on behalf of the Town.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS, 

1. The Agreement between the Town of Lloyd and Barton & Loguidice, D.P.C. for professional services is hereby approved by the Town of Lloyd; and

2. The Supervisor is authorized to sign the agreement on behalf of the Town.

B. RESOLUTION to purchase the following equipment: John Deere 320 P-Tier Backhoe Loader with ditching bucket attachment $139,179.00 (includes discount of trade in) to be split between the Water & Sewer Departments. Financing will be provided through the 2024 Water/ Sewer Serial Equipment Reserve Bond with the Bank of Greene County.

C. RESOLUTION to trade in Water & Sewer Departments 2003 JD 310S for $10,000 to be put John Deere 320 P-Tier Backhoe Loader to discount the price to $139,179.00 for the Water & Sewer Departments. 
D. RESOLUTION for signatory approval of the annual 284 Agreement for 2025 calendar year as submitted by Richard Klotz, Highway Superintendent.

E. RESOLUTION to designate an Equipment Reserve through our 2024 Highway Revenue monies in the amount of $60,843.55 for the purchase of a 2025 Ford F-350 XL Reg Cab 4X4 Pick-up with plow purchased through VanBortel Ford in accordance with the Onondaga County Bid 0011171, at the recommendation of Richard Klotz, Highway Superintendent.

F. RESOLTUION to designate an Equipment Reserve through our 2024 Highway Revenue monies in the amount of $101,604.02 for the purchase of a 2025 Ford F-550XL Reg Cab 4X4 SWITCH N GO bodies with plow purchased through VanBortel Ford in accordance with the Onondaga County Bid 0011171, at the recommendation of Richard Klotz, Highway Superintendent.

G. RESOLUTION to accept the proposed contract pricing with American Petroleum for Fuel Pump Upgrade at Town Garage fueling station, at a total cost of $22,440.  Pricing negotiated through Sourcewell Contract #092920-DVR Dresser Wayne.

H. RESOLUTION to designate $382,447 of Highway 2024 Revenue monies for permanent road improvement projects in 2025, to be known as Hurds Rd., So. Chodikee Lake Rd., and Lily Lake Rd.

I. RESOLUTION to install 5 Ton weight limit signage due to numerous complaints and safety issues on Upper North Road, at the recommendation of the NYS Police and Richard Klotz Highway Superintendent.
