Water & Sewer – Adam Litman
Water Department
1. River water is making-up 98% daily production.  
2. The wells are providing about 2%. The water table is low and the run time on the pumps has been reduced.
3. Production time is averaging about 10 hrs. per day.  
4. We have Earth Care pumping sludge from the backwash tank at the water plant again.  The polymer mixer malfunctioned and broke causing the sludge to back-up in the centrifuge.  This caused damage to the main drive end of the centrifuge and clogged the internals.  The main drive end has been repaired, the clogged internals are still an issue.  The parts for the polymer mixer are on order. 
5. The Verizon land line was out of service last week and effected the control signals for the river pumps.  We had to switch over to reservoir and then to a blend of reservoir and river water.  This lasted for five days.       
Road Crew
1. We are still having issues with the Bridgeview pump station. 
2. The crew is cleaning up the outside storage area at the pump station in preparation for the generator.
3. Water main repairs: 2 on Smith Terrace. 2 on Reservoir Road. 1 on North Road.

	WHEREAS, the town is willing to grant and convey such easement to Central Hudson subject to and in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the proposed “Grant of Gas Lines Right of Way”,  a copy of which is attached hereto; and,
	WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Lloyd has determined that this matter constitutes an unlisted action under the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) and Part I and II of a full Environmental Assessment Form has been prepared, and after reviewing the full Environmental Assessment Form, and considering the factors contained in 6 NYCRR section 617.7 , the Town Board of the Town of Lloyd has determined that this action will not have a significant adverse environmental impact; and
	WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to approve and authorize said “Grant of Gas Lines Right of Way”.
	NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:
	1.  The Town Board has determined that the proposed “Grant of Gas Lines Right of Way” by and between Central Hudson Gas & Electric Corporation and the Town of Lloyd, will have no significant environmental impact and the Board hereby issues its negative declaration pursuant to Part 16 of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act.
2. The proposed “Grant of Gas Lines Right of Way” by and between Central Hudson Gas & Electric Corporation and the Town of Lloyd, a copy of which is attached, granting an easement and right-of-way to Central Hudson Gas & Electrical Corp. from the Town of Lloyd, is hereby approved
	3.  This resolution is subject to permissive referendum, and the Town Clerk shall publish a notice containing the information required in Town Law Section 90 within ten days after adoption of this resolution in the official newspaper of the Town, which notice shall set forth the date of adoption of the resolution and a copy of said resolution or, in the alternative, an abstract of such resolution concisely stating the purpose and effect thereof and that it was adopted subject to permissive referendum.

H. RESOLUTION moved by Fraino, seconded by Auchmoody to enter into an agreement between the Town of Lloyd Town Board (hereinafter sometimes referred to as the “Town”), the Town of Lloyd Highway Department (hereinafter sometimes referred to as “Highway Department”) and New Paltz Rescue Squad (hereinafter sometimes referred to as “NPRS”). 
WHEREAS, the Town is currently in contract with NPRS to provide ambulance service to the residents of the Town; and 
WHEREAS, in an effort to reduce expenses and maintain efficient service, NPRS has requested the ability to purchase gasoline from the Town’s Highway Department for their rescue/ambulance vehicles providing ambulance service within the Town of Lloyd; and 
WHEREAS, the Town and its Highway Department have agreed to allow NPRS to purchase gasoline from the Town’s Highway Department at the same price the Highway Department is paying for the period the gasoline is purchased by NPRS; and 
WHEREAS, the Town, Highway Department and NPRS wishes to memorialize the agreement in writing. 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein and other good and valuable consideration, including consideration in the current Contract between the Town and NPRS, the parties agree as follows: 
1. NPRS will be given access to the Town Highway Department’s facility and issued purchase cards to be used at the Highway Department facility to purchase gas for rescue/ambulance vehicles providing ambulance service within the Town of Lloyd. 

2. On a monthly basis, the Highway Department will provide an invoice to the Town to be paid by the Town for the gasoline purchased by NPRS for the period billed. The Highway Department will bill the gas at the rate paid by the Highway Department for the period billed. 

3.     The Town will provide an invoice to NPRS on a monthly basis at the same rate as set forth on the Highway Department’s invoice to the Town. NPRS will pay the amount invoiced to the Town within thirty days of receipt thereof. 

   4.     This Agreement may be terminated by any of the parties on ten days’ written   notice to the other parties. 

This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, each of which shall be considered to be an original document. 

1. The parties can sign the Agreement by scan and e-mail it back to the other parties for delivery of the Agreement. An electronic signature shall have the same of effect as an original signature and the parties agree to be bound by the terms of this Agreement by the electronic signatures of all parties to the contract.
