PROCLAMATION
Stephen G. DiLorenzo


WHEREAS, Stephen G. DiLorenzo, 75, passed away peacefully on November 27, 2025, surrounded by his loving family. He was born on August 1, 1950.

WHEREAS, Stephen is survived by his beloved wife of 53 years, Susan Busch DiLorenzo; his sons, Philip and Peter DiLorenzo; and his two grandsons, Benjamin and Jack DiLorenzo.

WHEREAS, Stephen was predeceased by his mother, Mayme (Pampinella); his father, Gabriel (Gabe); and his two sisters, Rosemary DeMaio and Marian DiLorenzo.

WHEREAS, Stephen was the dedicated co-owner of G&S Fuel alongside his father, Gabe for over 50 years.  His family legacy of service extended deep into the Highland community. Steve's father, Gabriel, was both a Fire Commissioner and a firefighter, as was his father-in-law, Gordon Busch, who also held both positions.

WHREAS, he accepted membership into the Highland Hose Co. No. 1 on October 21, 1969 at age 19.  His dedication was legendary, spanning over 56 years. 

WHEREAS, Stephen became a driver/operator within his first year under the leadership of Chief Joe Valentino and his career in leadership quickly progressed.  He was elected Captain in December 1972 and during this time, he was also a member of the Ulster County Chiefs Association and the NYS Chiefs Association.  He was elected 3rd Assistant Chief in December 1974, proceeding through all Assistant Chief positions. He served as Chief of the department from April 1987 – 1989: In 1998, Steve was elected Fire Commissioner for the Highland Fire District. He was appointed Chairman of the Board in 2008, a position he held at the time of his passing. 

WHEREAS, his commitment was recognized when he was named Grand Marshal for the Hose Company's 125th Anniversary Celebration and parade in July of 2019. He had also served as a Hose Company Trustee for over 20 years. Stephen loved every one of his years with the department, a true testament to his unwavering commitment to public safety.

WHEREAS, Stephen G. DiLorenzo was a dedicated member of the community and friend to many and will be dearly missed; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that this Meeting of December 17, 2025 the Town of Lloyd Town Board be opened in memory of Stephen G. DiLorenzo; and

     Ambulance – Councilmember Fraino
Busy month. They had 213 calls. There were 16 calls that ran over 10 minutes. The average response time was 7 minutes and 53 seconds. Last week, in an 80-hour period, they had 63 calls. They are getting ready for the transition to the county. 

   Highland Central School District – Councilmember Rizzo
The school is preparing a budget proposal for next year that will include the electric buses that are being pushed by the state. 
Winter sports are in full swing and recreation wrestling has started. 
On December 15th, representatives from Ulster County Emergency Services gave an inside look at what it’s like to serve the community and get involved. Some students were able to participate in a mock 911 call. 
Interact Club has been engaging with out elementary students to create greeting cards to hand out to our local nursing homes.

Recognition Clause – Modify Article 1, Sec. 1.3.1 entitled “Definition of Bargaining Unit” to add the title Account Clerk (with Grant Administrative Duties) to this section.  The base salary for this title is presently $25.24 per hour and shall be subject to the 4% increase effective January 1, 2026 and each year thereafter.
Term of Agreement – January 1, 2026 through December 31, 2028 - Modify all dates in contract to add new effective dates of contract. 
Copies of signatures such PDF and facsimile copies of signatures shall have the same force and effect as original signatures.

WHEREAS, the Town Clerk published and posted a Notice of Public Hearing for December 17, 2025 at 7:00 PM, and circulated pursuant to the Town of Lloyd Code and the New York State General Municipal Law to the Town of Lloyd Planning Board and the Ulster County Planning Board; and 
WHEREAS, the Town of Lloyd Planning Board has recommended that the law be enacted as proposed; and
WHEREAS, the Ulster County Planning Board provided a Referral Response indicating “Reviewed No Decision — Local Determination” ; and
WHEREAS,  a public hearing has been held on the 17th day of December 2025 at 7:00 PM at which time all interested parties were given the opportunity to be heard thereon,
NOW, THEREFORE, to be resolved at local law F of 2025, a local law amending the Town of Lloyd zoning code 100-39.1 to revise as Section to regulate the installation of solar energy facilities throughout the Town, be enacted as in the form attached hereto as schedule “A” as fully set forth herein.

WHEREAS, the town owns a certain parcel of land located at Phillips Avenue, and set forth on the Town of Lloyd, and Ulster County tax rolls as, SBL: 88.69-1-21; and, 
WHEREAS, Mary Anne M. Darcy has approached the Town and expressed an interest to purchase said parcel; and,
WHEREAS, Mary Anne M. Darcy had an appraisal prepared by C&C Appraisal of Marlboro New York and presented same to the Town; and,
WHEREAS, the appraised value indicates the value for said parcel of $2.750.00; and, 
WHEREAS, the Town is desirous of selling said parcel to Mary Anne M. Darcy for the appraised value thereof. 
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:
The parcel of land located at Phillips Avenue and as set forth on the Town of Lloyd tax rolls as SBL 88.69-1-21, containing approximately 0.15 acres, more or less is currently vacant, and unused, and which parcel is unnecessary for the Town or public purposes.
The Town of Lloyd hereby agrees to sell said parcel to Mary Anne M. Darcy for the appraised value of $2,750.00 on the condition that all closing costs including transfer tax filing fees and attorney’s fees are paid for by the purchaser Mary Anne M. Darcy.
This resolution is subject to permissive referendum, and the Town Clerk shall publish a notice in the official newspaper of the Town within ten (10) days after adoption of this resolution containing the information required in Town Law Section 90, which notice shall set forth the date of adoption of the resolution and contain an abstract of such resolution concisely stating the purpose and effect thereof, and that it was adopted subject to permissive referendum.
This resolution is not final and shall not take effect until thirty (30) days after its passage, provided no petition is filed with the Town Clerk pursuant to Town Law Section 91 requesting a special election.  If an election is so requested, the resolution shall not take effect until an affirmative vote is rendered by the voters entitled to vote, pursuant to the Town Law.
Upon this resolution becoming final and taking effect, the Supervisor of the Town is authorized to execute all documents necessary to effectuate the transfer to transfer of said parcel to Mary Anne M. Darcy for the sum of $2,750.00 on the condition that all closing cost and filing fees is associated with said transfer shall be paid for by purchaser Mary Anne M. Darcy.
