5.  MOTIONS AND RESOLUTIONS
A. Resolution to authorize the payment of vouchers as audited by the Audit Committee.
B. RESOLUTION to authorize the placement of a moving pod to be placed in the parking spaces in front of Brennie’s Pizza and Vigneto’s Restaurant on June 20, 2026.
C. RESOLUTION WHEREAS, the Hudson Valley Rail Trail Association has established a signage project to create a signage plan and digital sign files in collaboration with Walkway Over the Hudson and the Hudson Valley Rail Trail Association, on behalf of the Town of Lloyd, has submitted a request to Hudson River Valley Greenway to fund $9,975.00 of the total project cost of $19,950.00, the balance of which will be paid for by the Hudson Valley Rail Trail Association; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Lloyd has endorsed said project and the submission of the grant application to Hudson River Valley Greenway, and if said application is approved, intends to sign a memorandum of understanding with Hudson River Valley Greenway; and wishes to confirm its support of the grant and intention to enter into said memorandum of understanding.

NOW, THEREFORE,  BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Lloyd Town Board hereby confirm its support for the Hudson Valley Rail Trail Association’s request on behalf of the Town of Lloyd, for $9,975.00 of the total project costs of $19,950.00 from the Hudson River Valley Greenway to fund the creation of a comprehensive signage plan in partnership with Walkway Over the Hudson; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Supervisor of the Town of Lloyd is hereby authorized to execute a memorandum of understanding between the Town of Lloyd and Hudson River Valley Greenway, in the event such request is granted.
D. RESOLUTION 
WHEREAS, a Project for the Willow Dock/Twaalfskill Creek Culvert Replacement, Town of Lloyd, Ulster County, PIN 8763.90 (the “Project") is eligible for funding under Title 23 U.S. Code, as amended, that calls for the apportionment of the costs such program to be borne at the ratio of 80% Federal funds and 20% non-federal funds; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Lloyd desires to advance the Project by making a commitment of 100% of the non-federal share of the costs of preliminary engineering and Right-of-Way Incidentals. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Town Board, duly convened does hereby

RESOLVE, that the Town Board hereby approves the above-subject project; and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes the Town of Lloyd to pay in the first instance 100% of the federal and non-federal share of the cost of preliminary engineering and Right-of-Way Incidentals work for the Project or portions thereof; and it is further

RESOLVED, that the sum of $484,000 is hereby appropriated from ___________ _________________ and made available to cover the cost of participation in the above phase of the Project; and it is further

RESOLVED, that in the event the full federal and non-federal share costs of the project exceeds the amount appropriated above, the Town Board shall convene as soon as possible to appropriate said excess amount immediately upon the notification by the Highway Superintendent thereof, and it is further

RESOLVED, that the Highway Superintendent  of the Town of Lloyd be and is hereby authorized to execute all necessary Agreements, certifications or reimbursement requests for Federal Aid on behalf of the Town of Lloyd with the New York State Department of Transportation in connection with the advancement or approval of the Project and providing for the administration of the Project and the municipality's first instance funding of project costs and permanent funding of the local share of federal-aid and state-aid eligible Project costs and all Project costs within appropriations therefore that are not so eligible, and it is further

RESOLVED, that in addition to the Highway Superintendent, the Supervisor of the Town of Lloyd is also hereby authorized to execute any necessary Agreements or certifications on behalf of the Municipality/Sponsor, with NYSDOT in connection with the advancement or approval of the project identified in the State/Local Agreement;

RESOLVED, that a certified copy of this resolution be filed with the New York State Commissioner of Transportation by attaching it to any necessary Agreement in connection with the Project, and it is further 
E. RESOLUTION that the supervisor is authorized to sign/enter into a license agreement with “Central Hudson Gas and Electric” and Scenic Hudson regarding a portion of the John Burroughs Black Creek Trail / Illinois Mountain Connector, that passes beneath Central Hudson’s transmission lines which will allow passage over the trail and beneath the wires. 
F. RESOLUTION to engage CPL engineers to provide engineering services relative to a sanitary sewer overflow on or about April 2026 near Twaalfskill Creek resulting in  NYSDEC involvement and a notice violation requiring investigation & response; estimated fee to be $7,100.00.
