The fee for this work is $22,076, $19,176 has been awarded by NYS Dept. of Environmental Conservation. The ECC will take responsibility for raising the balance, which is a match requirement, with other conservation partners. Copies of the proposal are available. 

O. RESOLUTION to approve the Black Creek Water Quality Study and Watershed Characterization in the Town of Lloyd, to be completed by GEI Consultants and the Hudson River Watershed Alliance, in cooperation with Staff and Student Interns at Vassar College, and coordinated by the Environmental Conservation Council (ECC). The fee for this work $75,000, $56,250. has been awarded by NYS Dept. of Environmental Conservation. Matching grant working expenses of $18,750 are being met through voluntary work by ECC volunteers and Vassar College interns. Copies of the proposal are available. 
P. RESOLUTION to authorize the purchase/replacement of 12 Desktop Computers to ensure Windows 11 capability as Windows 10 support was terminated October 14, 2025.
