1) I have not received a response from SHPO’s regarding our protest of their rejection of our nomination of 4 River Rd. to the New York State Register of Historic Buildings.   They have agreed to give it further consideration.  
2) I have not received additional input from the Pomeroy foundation, so I am assuming our application for an historic sign for the Deyo Steam Mill is being reviewed.   Deadline for application submission is 12/8/25 (our submission was accepted 10/8) and the grants will be awarded in March of 2026.  
Map Digitization: 
1) I submitted an invoice for the USB stick I bought to store the digital versions of the 1932 Tax maps.  I have not been reimbursed.
